At the beginning
of March the admission of the works for the
contest ended — in total, we received 1 300
posters from 450 designers representing 40
countries — from Canada, the United States,
Mexico, Costa Rica — to Uzbekistan, China
and Ecuador. The Top 250 posters will be
presented at the exhibition as a part of the
event in autumn.

Posters from the different continents
manifested a strong intransigent attitude and
visualized the consequences of corruption
which it has on the living space of each of
us. Most importantly, the design artworks
visualize not only the problem but also the
call to action, clear messages-solutions

that bring together people living in different
corners of the globe.

Also due to the changing mood of the global
world because of the coronavirus pandemic,
we have decided to continue to accept the
posters for the “Mental Health” nomination to
provide joint support to those who are ill, who
are treating ill people, have lost their jobs, —
have been locked down with children, who
make unpopular but right decisions, those
who have to encounter the coronavirus in
poverty, authoritarianism and dictatorship.

When we were offered a poster competition
to support the Zero Corruption 2020
International Conference, | was in doubt,
because the topic was not ours. For many
years now, we have been hosting the “4th
Block” International Eco Poster Triennial,

a renowned international design community
event. Its main focus is ecology, clean
environment, anti-nuclear issues, and here
is a pronounced social theme with with
political coloring. How designers react to it
is unknown.

However, as soon as | mentally put two
words «corruption» and «ecology» — it
became clear how closely they are
connected. lllegal deforestation, amber
mining, air pollution, water, plastic, CO,,... If
you think about it, many of the environmental
problems are related to corruption in one way
or another. Why not give it a try? Therefore,
we have planned to offer her several
nominations, one of which will declare
environmental issues. It will be a small bridge
to the X/ “4th Block” Triennial 2021, and

the best posters from the Zero Corruption
Competition will be featured there.

One well-known designer from France was
skeptical of the name Zero Corruption:
“what a wonderful utopia”, but the vast
majority enthusiastically responded to the
invitation, actively sending posters reflecting
on corruption, the environment and mental
health. Some shared their views on the
situation in their countries, or accompanied
the posters with explanations. These include
Andrew Lewis from Canada. Here are some
excerpts from his cover letter: “It's a tricky
thing to create a simple image / poster.

Posters from different continents are
interesting for comparing different graphic
traditions, trends, and schools. Still there is
one thing that unites everyone — it is absolute
rejection of corruption. Posters from Ukraine,
Poland, Portugal, Finland, Russia, Iran,
Japan, the United States, Indonesia, China
and other countries show us the visualization
of various manifestations of corruption, which
we often do not even know. | hope this will
interest a wide audience.

With a 70x100 cm sheet, you can hardly
defeat such a monster as corruption. Of
course, it would be nice if the posters clearly
showed ways to overcome the negative
phenomena in society. Then, perhaps, they
would not be posters, but something like
visual agitation practiced in the Soviet Union.

On the other hand, even visual identification of
problems, or the consequences they create, is
already a great step ahead to solve them.

Zero Corruption is YE$, according to
Japanese designer Shinichi lkawa (1) without
any clues, concisely and openly pointing to
the three largest currencies in the world as
the main tools of that very global corruption.
Fabian Carreras (2) from Argentina, in

a minimalist graphic solution, encapsulates
corruption, the same innocent envelope

as a sinister symbol of kleptocracy. In his
other untitled poster there is a small detail —

a dollar sign that firmly anchors the mouth

of a high-ranking official (3). Another work

to be highlighted in this thematic segment is
the poster of the aforementioned Japanese
Shinichi Ikawa (4), where national currencies
banknotes are shown as black band aids. Not
only do they glue the mouth but also the eyes
of the imaginary corrupt official image.

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The bright poster by Polish designer Tia
Iwanicki (5) presents an official as cheerful
Pinocchio with an attractive green bill
strung over his long nose. And Miklos
Zsemberi Szigyarto (6) from Hungary, using
computer terminology, indicates that some
officials do not meet today's requirements.
A deliberately primitive graphic solution
collage is overlapped with a slogan from
another technological area: “File is too large
to open”.

The poster by Aelfleda Clackson (7) from
Germany is on international corruption.
There is smoke in the hopelessly gray
expanse of twisted yuan, dollars, and other
banknotes, creating a world of deadly smog.
How can future generations survive? “No
commitments — nothing to talk about.” Only
money!

Almost the same issue, but in a completely
different way is interpreted by Nikodem
Pregowski (8) from Poland in his font poster.
A simple twist with letters reveals new
meanings of the familiar and unambiguous
phrase. Zero corruption - zero CO,,

The poster by Ukrainian designer Darina
Zadorozhnaya (9) demonstrates “bald
patches” of the Carpathian forests.

A monotonous row of identical program
windows on the monitor screen, quickly lining
up one after the other: “Error. Forest not
found”. It arouses a familiar feeling of despair
and hopelessness about inability to do
anything. When you work at your computer,
it is still OK. The trouble is when you come
across something like this in real life.

A completely different way to the unity with
nature is offered by Nikodem Pregowski (10).
And it is not just a declaration — love trees.

Eventually, a fragile corruption structure
falls apart like a house of cards in Cedomir
Kostovic's poster (11), USA. And whoever
disagrees with this statement, can expect

a vacation, eloquently and clearly presented
by famous Ukrainian designer Volodymyr
Lesnyak (12) in the poster entitled “Having
stolen, have some rest”.

These above examples are only a small
part of the works sent to the exhibition.

To enable the world of design to show its
creative potential and not to remain dead
museum exhibits but work for the society, it
is necessary to use maximum possibilities
of poster presentation — in urban spaces
all over the country (billboards, citylights),
in media, online resources, or at public
events. Only by joining our efforts we can
reach synergy that can solve the problem
and bring positive results. We are open to
cooperation!

This
bridge extends through time and space. It
connects generations of engaged citizens
of Ukraine and the different paths on which
they are fighting and working for their
country, rethinking and changing it. Zero
Corruption Conference and the “4th Block”
also strengthen international exchange and
networks on challenges faced not only by the
citizens of Ukraine.

Successes in fighting against climate
change, for the environment and the security
of citizens, for their rights in times of
globalization and digitalization are difficult
or impossible if states and their institutions
are weakened by corruption. The rule of

law and transparency are the prerequisites
for a society that reconciles the interests of
people and the environment.

In 1991 on the 5th anniversary of the
Chornobyl nuclear disaster, Oleg Veklenko,
art professor at the University of Kharkiv, with
other artists and friends launched the “4th
Block”, a triennial for ecological posters on
Chornobyl and lessons learned. Veklenko

is one of the heroes who did not want to be
one. He was one of the liquidators winning
the battle against the nuclear fire and saving
Europe from worse consequences without
even knowing the extent of the disaster and
its dangers for themselves. In the Soviet
world people were used to not being told
the truth. Oleg Veklenko has been trying to
understand Chornobyl and making others
understand it from the moment he arrived in

is his «turning point of truth». It changes

his worldview and awakens a new way of
thinking about the “fight against nature for
the perishable goods of civilization that is still
being waged.” His passion for art and design
and his love for the world have been behind
the “4th Block's” success since 1991.

Now thirty years later, artists from 40
countries take part in the Triennial with
over 1300 posters with a new focus — fight
against corruption. The works presented on
Coronavirus and a new global uncertainty
shows the topicality of the competition and
the need of creative people for exchange,
especially in times of crisis.

Other artists, namely directors and actors of
the television series “Chornobyl”

opened young people’s eyes in Ukraine.
The Maidan generation, wholeheartedly
committed to the struggle for democracy and
the rule of law since 2013 and mobilized
30 years after Chornobyl to defend against
Putin’s neo-imperialism, understand better
why Chornobyl led to the end of the Soviet
empire. It is precious that activists from
then and now, anti-corruption experts and
environmentalists are trying to pursue their
goals together. The “4th Block” Contest not
only empowers the Ukrainians but also all
of us with sharp, irritating, startling but also
funny, loving perspectives on problems and
sustainable solutions.
